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I am not quite sure what the building I made in Vikki’s class was, but it did resemble a dog house of some sort with a funky art twist to it. It did not stand up completely straight but at an angle of extreme measurements.
The majority of the angles I measured within my building were obtuse. In fact five out of the ten measurements I took were obtuse. Three of the angles were acute angles, and the last two were surprisingly accurate right angles. If it were not for the two right angles I had then I don’t think my building would have been able to stand on its own. I had to measure the three different angles for each triangle and add them up to see if they equaled 180 degrees to know if they were even triangles or not. To find out whether or not the triangles I measured were right, obtuse, or acute I had to use the Pythagorean Theorem.
